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The individual lot owner shall be responsible for the operation and maintenance of the BMP’'s and
Stormwater Management Facilities located on his lot. These facilities shall include: swales, recharge gardens,

roof drains, gutters, basins, inlets, end sections, rock energy dissipators.

INSPECTIONS:

1. At a minimum, SWM Facilities shall be inspected by the land owner/developer or his designee according

to the following schedule:

a. Quarterly for the first 3 years.

b. Once every year thereafter.

c. During or immediately after the cessation of a major storm
event.

2. The person conducting the inspection should, at a minimum, check the following:
a. Obstructions to any of the inlet or outlet devices by trash and debris
b. Excessive erosion and sedimentation.

c. Sluggishly draining infiltration devices.

d. Algae growth, stagnant pools, or noxious odors.

e. Poor or distressed stands of grass.

f. Deterioration of pipes and conduits.

g. Signs of vandalism.

h. Deterioration/scouring of energy dissipaters

i. Outlet protection.

j. Sedimentation in rip rap channels.

RECOMMENDED MAINTENANCE

SWALES:

Maintenance of grass swales involves maintaining the vegetation and occasionally removing trash. If native
vegetation is used instead of groomed turf, vegetation need only be mowed seasonally to retard the growth
of woody vegetation. The frequency of trash removal will depend on the location and "attractiveness” of the

swale as a disposal site.

Routine mowing will be required if turf grasses are used. However, groundskeepers can maintain the swales
as part of their normal mowing. The recommendation is that grass be cut no lower than 3 to 5 inches.
In addition, the grass should be allowed to grow to the maximum height consistent with the species and
aesthetic requirements. Periodic watering and fertilizing may be needed to maintain a dense growth.

Excessive sediment should not accumulate if erosion is controlled adequately upstream.

However, if

excessive siltation occurs, the sediment must be removed periodically. Sediment that accumulate in the

swale may be prone to re—suspension during large storm events.

SWM BASINS & INFILTRATION TRENCH:

The following maintenance and inspection schedule shall serve as guidelines and are not intended to be

all=inclusive. Specific facilities may require other measures not discussed here.

Inspection Schedule: The observation well should be monitored quarterly and after every large storm event.
It is recommended that a log book be maintained showing the depth of water in the well at each
observation in order to determine the rate at which the facility dewaters after runoff producing storm
events. Once the performance characteristics of the structure have been verified, the monitoring schedule
can be reduced to an annual basis, unless the performance data suggest that a more frequent schedule is

required.

Inflow and outflow points into the individual on—lot systems should be kept clear of leaves and other debris.
Any leaves or debris will negatively impact the performance of these systems. All downspouts and overflow
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
